Single Plot $500.00
For:

One (1) full body and a maximum of
four (4) sets of cremated remains, OR
A maximum of eight (8) sets of
cremated remains.

Cremation Plot $250.00
For a maximum of four (4) sets of
cremated remains.

Baby Plot $250.00
0-2 Years of Age

BURIALS
Burial fees (a.k.a. Open/Close fees) vary
based on the season, age of the
deceased, type of burial and whether the
service occurs on a weekend, holiday, or
after regular hours. Rates are higher in
winter and for burials scheduled outside of
standard weekday hours.

Rates are in accordance with Council’s
Fees, Rates and Charges Bylaw. 

Orders for Saturday, Sunday, holidays or
winter burials must be made at least 72
hours before the burial is to take place.

The Town of Rocky Mountain House must
receive a Burial Application and Permit
Form and payment prior to internment.

A Burial Deed Application must be
completed to purchase a plot.

Family or funeral home has scheduled the
internment by completing the Burial
Application & Permit, providing the Town
adequate notice and making the applicable
payment.

*Rates are higher in winter, for burials scheduled outside of
standard weekday hours and full body burials. See the
Town’s Fees, Rates and Charges Bylaw.

Family has contracted the monument
company to install a plot monument or the
Town to install a columbarium plaque.

PERPETUAL CARE
Perpetual care is the basic maintenance,
in perpetuity and in a proper manner, of a
cemetery, including landscaping and
road maintenance.  

A perpetual care fee is added to the
purchase price of all burial plots,
cremation plots or columbarium niches.

MONUMENTS

A columbarium is a structure designed to
hold cremated remains, with individual
niches that provide families a lasting and
dignified place of remembrance.

Single Niche $1,200.00
For one set of cremated remains, includes
plaque and initial opening/closing

Double Niche $1,600.00
For two sets of cremated remains, includes
plaque and initial opening/closing

Double Niche – Second Opening & Closing
$75.00
Additional service fee when placing a
second set of remains

In order to place a monument in Pine Grove
Cemetery, the Town of Rocky Mountain House
must receive a completed Monument Permit
Application and monument permit fee of $35.00.
This is typically completed by the monument
company at the family’s request.   

Monuments must not exceed the maximum
dimensions as outlined in Cemetery Bylaw
17/09V. Consideration should be given to
ensuring space for naming all burials in a plot.
